head usher insists that he must stay side by side with the protocol officer by the altar
very close to the anointed there was no book to show where each belong a particular
ministry scrapped the word ushers from the list of ministries the general overseer
banned the entire ushers from officiating in the length and breadth of the church his
reason brethren have the holy spirit to direct them no need for ushers and the church
went on smoothly thereafter i had no book to give to the man of god no book i could
give until 20 years later who are ushers who are protocol officers who are greeters who
are traffic controllers i didn t write any book to explain i only explain during workshop

session now the explanation has become handy
